Speaker Presentation

On Thursday, February 9, 7:00 to 8:30 pm
at lolani School’s Seto Hall, HAIS will spon-
sor Dr. Robert Brooks. This presentation will
be open to the public. Dr. Brooks has lec-
tured nationally and internationally to audi-
ences of parents, educators, mental health
professionals, and business people. His
topics pertain to motivation, resilience, self-
esteem, family relationships, the qualities
of effective leaders and executives, and
balancing our personal and professional
lives. Dr. Brooks has coauthored Raising
Resilient Children, and Nurturing Resilience
in Children with Sam Goldstein.

His topic for the evening will be “Creating a
Positive School Climate: Strategies for Fos-
tering Motivation, Hope, and Resilience.”
Dr. Brooks will describe factors that contrib-
ute to the creation of a positive school cli-
mate for both students and staff. He dis-
cusses these factors by outlining the key
dimensions of the mindset of effective edu-
cators and other professionals including an
appreciation of: empathy and exercises to
promote empathy; the lifelong impact we
have on children and adolescents; the
mindset of resilient youth; and the compo-
nents of motivation.

Dr. Brooks visited ASSETS School two years
ago and conducted an in-service to our
faculty and staff on the topic of resilience.
Dr. Brooks draws on his experience as a
psychologist and teacher. He is warm, hu-
morous, instructive and inspirational in
reminding parents and teachers how power-
ful our interactions with children are.
